101 SPECIAL SPECIFICATIONS

conflict between the two then the Special Specifications will take precedence.

102 LOCATION OF CONTRACT

The Project is located in Kitui County on the ChuludiMwitika & Twambui
(B87) roadat KM 18+900.

103 EXTENT OF CONTRACT

The works to be executed under the Contract comprise mainly of but not
limited to the following:

(a) Heavy bush clearing on the approach dsbut within the road reserve
(b) Earthworks involving fill in soft and hard material

(c) Protection works using gabions and stone pitching

(d) Excavation and Filling for Structures

(e) Grading of the existing approach rods including cutting of side drains
and shaping othe fore and back slopes

() Gravelling with approved material including watering and compaction
of the same on the approach roads

(g) Corcrete works involving fixing of reinforcement, formwork and
casting of concrete to the quality meeting the standards spekifiehe
Contract, and

(h) Installation of road furniturecomprising of handrails and guardrails as
shall be instructed by the Engineer

Any other activity not listed above in either category but deemed to be
necessary by the Engineer, shall be subject to Bhegi neer 0 s f ot

104 PROGRAMME OF EXECUTION OF THE WORKS
The contractor shall provide the works programme, required under clause 14

of the Conditions of Contact, within 14 days of receipt of the Engineer's
Order to commence work.
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The programme shall be eordinated with climatic and other conditions to
provide for the completion of the works in the order and by the time
specified.

The Contractor shall carryout the contract in accordance with the
programme agreed with the Engineer, but he shall in no manner be relieved

120 PROTECTION OF EXISTWGRKS AND SERVICES

The Contractor shall acquaint himself with the position of all existing services
such as sewers, water drains, cables for electricity and telephone, lighting and
telephone poles, water mains, etc., before commencing any excavation or
other work likely to affect the existing services.

The cost of all plant, equipment and materials, labour, technical and
professional staff, transport and the like necessary for determining the
locations of existing services, including the making good ofy alamage
caused to such services all to the satisfaction of the Engineer, shall be deemed
to be included in the tender rates. No other payment shall be made for the
costs of such operations, nor for the making good of damage caused thereby
to the existingservices.

(b) Subject to the agreement with the Engineer, the Contractor shall be
responsible for removal of altation and relocation of existing services.

Notwithstanding Clause 124 of the Standard Specification all requirements of
land for temporary works and construction purposes shall be to the approval
of the Engineer but the Contractor will make all necessary arrangements with
the property owners concerned and pay all charges arising therefrom. On or
before completion of the Contract, the Contractor shall remove all temporary
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works and shall restore all suchand to the condition in which it was
immediately prior to the occupation thereof as far as is reasonable and
practicable. No separate payment will be made to the Contractor on account
of these items and the Contractor must make due allowance for thehisin
rates.

Notwithstanding Clause 120 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor
shall be required to appoint competent surveyors who will liaise with the
Engineer on matters related to the demarcation of the existing road reserve,
site measurementsemoval and reinstatement of existing services.

STORAGE OF MATERIALS

All materials shall be stored on Site in a manner approved by the Engineer
and the Contractor shall carefully protect from the weather all work and
materials which may be affecteatiereby.

TEST CERTIFICATES

When instructed by the Engineer the Contractor shall submit certificates of
test from the suppliers of materials and goods required in connection with the
works as the Engineer may require.

Such certificates shall cerifthat the materials or goods concerned have been
tested in accordance with the requirements of the specifications and shall
give the results of all the tests carried out. The Contractor shall provide
adequate means of identifying the materials and goddbvered to the site
with the corresponding certificates.

SIGNBOARDS

The Contractor shall provide and erect two (2) publicity signs on the site as
directed. The Engineer shall, as shown in the Drawings, direct the minimum
dimensions and thickness of the steel framework and sheet. The framework

and sheet shall be prepared @painted black, while the ring at the top of the

shall be printed on backlit sticker paper resistant to the effects of weather

using reflectorizedpaint or material approved by the Engineer. The colours,

fonts and heights of the letters shall be as indicated on the attached drawings

and as directed by the Engineer.
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137 ATTENDANCE UPON THE ENGINEER AND HIS STAFF

The costs, for attendance reiged by this Clause 137, shall be included in the items for
maintenance as specified in Clause 135. Additional attendant staff, as required by the
Engineer, shall be paid for under Item 1.09 of the Bill of Quantities.

138 VEHICLES AND DRIVERS FOR THENBEERIAND HIS STAFF AND
METHOD OF PAYMENT

In addition to provisions of the Clause 138 of the Standard Specification, the Contractor
shall when instructed, provide and maintain in good working condition for the exclusive
use of the Engineer and hisagt throughout the Contract, the following types and numbers

of brand new vehicles (or odometer reading:dd.0,000km, as may be specified in the Bills

of quantities). The Engineer shall approve the type of vehicles and confirm the number of
each type to b provided. The Contractor shall insure the vehicles comprehensively for any
licensed drivers and shall provide competent drivers during normal working hours and
whenever required by the Engineer. The cost of provision of the vehicle shall be inclusive of
the first 4,000 kilometers travelled in any month.

éhould any vehicle supplied not be in roadworthy condition, the Contractor shall provide an

acceptable equivalent replacement vehicle until such a time as the original vehicle is
repaired to the satisfdion of the Engineer and returned for use.

(a).Type 1 Vehicles (Double Cabin 4WD Pick up)

Type 1 Vehicles should be four Wheel Drive (4WD), with power assisted steering, Double
wishbone independent suspension at front axle and rigid axle with leaf springs at rear,
diesel propelled engine maximum 2,500 cc. The vehicles should be fitted withr othe
accessories below:

(a) Spare tyre and wheel jack;

(b) FM radio and CD player;

(c) Power Windows;

(d) Full Air-conditioning;

(e) Immobilizer and antitheft security system;

(e) Driver and passenger SRS Airbags;

(f) Canvas cover over the carrying decktae back.

At the end of the contract, all type 1 vehicles shall revert to the Contractor.

139 MISCELLANEOUS ACCOUNTS

The Contractor maybe instructed by the Engineer to make payments of general
miscellaneous accounts for such items as stationary, staed equipment and
miscellaneous supervision personnel and claims or the Engineer may direct the Contractor
to purchase or pay for the above. The Contractor will be paid on a prime cost basis plus a
percentage for overheads and profits under appropriagms in the Bills of Quantities.
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SECTION 3 SETTING OUT & TOLERANCES

301 SETTING OUT

a) In addition to the provisions of clause 3.01(a) if the traverse points to
be used for the setting out are close to the existing carriageway and
interfere with construction works then the Contractor will have to
relocate them to a location where they will not be disturbed. The co
ordinates and heights of all traverse points so located shall be listed
and provided to the Engineer for checking and/or approval.
Caontractor shall also monument the new centreline every 200m along
straight and all salient points along curves by a pin in the concrete
beacon before commencement of any works.

The road reserve boundary posts shall have 12mm diameter steel pins
embeddedn concrete, 200mm long with 25mm exposed to the air,
sticking out form its top surface. This pin shall be-oalinated and
heighted and result of the same shall be provided to the Engineer for
approval. Cost of these works shall be included in the rateso
separate item has been provided.

Commencement of the works shall not be permitted until this basic
survey data has been provided and approved by the Engineer for at
least 2 Kms of the road.

b) Detailed Setting Out

Reference pegs shall be 50mm%ymm in section 600mm long driven
400mm firmly into ground and painted white above the ground. The offset
from centre line shall be indicated by small nail 20mm to 25mm long with its
head driven flush with the top of the peg.

Chainages, offset and referem elevation shall be clearly indicated to the
sides of the peg to the satisfaction of the Engineer.

After cutting of benches and prior to commencement of earthworks or
subgrade works, Contractor shall take cressctions again and submit the
copy of thesame to Engineer for agreement. These esesgions shall then

be used as basis of measurement for all subsequent layers, unless otherwise
stated.
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SECTION4SITE CLEARANCE AND TOP SOIL STRIPPING
SITE CLEARANCE

Site Clearancshall be carried out as directed by the Engineer.

REMOVAL OF TOPSOIL

Topsoil shall include up to 200mm depth of any unsuitable material

encountered in existing or newly constructed drains, drainage channels, and
accesses.
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SECTION € QUARRIES, BIROW PITS, STOCKPILES AND SPOIL AREAS
GENERAL

Notwithstanding any indications to the contrary in the Standard specification
the Engineer will not make available to the Contractor any land for quarries,
borrow pits, stockpiles and spoil areas, excéptthose areas in road reserves
specifically approved by him.

The contractor will be entirely responsible for locating suitable sources of
materials complying with the Standard and Special Specifications, and for the
procurement, Wining, haulage to sitef these materials and all costs involved
therein. Similarly the contractor will be responsible for the provision and
costs involved in providing suitable areas for stockpiling materials and spoil
dumps. Should there be suitable sites for spoil dumpgaskpiles within the
road reserve forming the site of the works the Contractor may utilise these
subject to the approval of the Engineer.

No additional payment will be made to the Contractor to cover costs arising
from the requirements for this Clause anlde Contractor must include these
costs in the rates inserted into the Bills of Quantities.

MATERIAL SITES

The information on possible material sites is given for the general guidance of
bidders. Bidders are however advised to conduct their own stigation as
the information contained therein is neither guaranteed nor warranted

PROVISION OF LAND

Notwithstanding any indications to the contrary in the Standard specification
the Engineer will not make available to the Contractor any land forrgies,
borrow pits, stockpiles and spoil areas, except for those areas in road reserves
specifically approved by him.

The contractor will be entirely responsible for locating suitable sources of
materials complying with the Standard and Special Specifices, and for the
procurement, Wining, haulage to site of these materials and all costs involved
therein. Similarly the contractor will be responsible for the provision and
costs involved in providing suitable areas for stockpiling materials and spoil
dumps. Should there be suitable sites for spoil dumps or stockpiles within the
road reserve forming the site of the works the Contractor may utilise these
subject to the approval of the Engineer.

No additional payment will be made to the Contractor to coeests arising
from the requirements for this Clause and the Contractor must include these
costs in the rates inserted into the Bills of Quantities.

SECTION 7 EXCAVATION AND FILLING FOR STRUCTURES

EXCAVATION OF FOUNDATIONS FOR STRUCTURES

Unless otherwise instructed by the Engineer, all excavated surfaces in
material other than hard material, on which foundations for structures shall
be placed, shall be compacted to 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99) immediately
before structures are constructed.

Parayraph 4, last line: Replace "95%" with "100%".
BACKFILLING FOR STRUCTURES

Unless otherwise instructed by the Engineer, all backfilling material shall be
compacted to a minimum of 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99).

EXCAVATION FOR RIVER TRAINING AND NEAWBR COURSES

Payments for river training and establishment of new watercourses shall only
be made where such work constitute permanent works. Works done for road
deviation or other temporary works shall not qualify for payment.

STONE PITCHING

Stonepitching to drains, inlets and outlets of culverts to embankments and
around structure shall consist of sound unweathered rock approved by the
Engineer.

The stone as dressed shall be roughly cubical in shape with minimum
dimensions of 150 x 150mm for nor@ thickness of stone pitching.

The surface to receive the pitching shall be compacted and trimmed to slope
and the stone laid, interlocked and rammed into the material to give an even
finished surface.

In areas where stone pitching has been damagdw Contractor shall
identify such areas and notify the Engineer for his agreement of the extent of
the Works required and his approval and instructions to proceed with the
Works.  Stone Pitching Repair and Reconstruction shall be carried out in
accordancewith Clause 710 of the Standard Specifications.

The Works shall involve removal of the damaged stone pitching and
reconstruction of the said areas in accordance with Clause 710 of the
Standard Specifications by use of the sound salvaged material togeitiner
any necessary additional material where all such materials shall comply with
Section 7 of the Standard Specifications.

Contrary to clause 713 of the standard specifications, the rates inserted for
stone pitching shall allow for grouting.
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711 GABIONS

Where instructed by the Engineer the Contractor will install gabions as

protection works to washout areas or bridge Piers and or Abutments. Gabions
shall be constructed in accordance with Clause 711 of the Standard

Specification.

| n cases where exisig gabions have been damaged, the Contractor shall
identify them and notify the Engineer for his agreement of the extent of the
Work required and his approval and instructions to proceed with the Works.

The Works shall involve removal of the damaged gaisi / rocks, excavation

to the correct levels and grades as directed by the Engineer, and in
accordance with Clause 711 of the Standard Specifications and
reconstruction with new gabions and other necessary materials as necessary.

The damaged gabions shdde recovered and transported to the nearest
D. W. O6s Yard or M. O. R &P. W Depart ment

712 RIRRAP PROTECTION WORK

Quarry waste or similar approved material shall be used to backfill scoured
and eroded side, outfall and cwdff drain. The materiakhall be compacted to
form a flat or curved surface preparatory to stone [pitching of drainage
channels, existing and new scour checks as directed by the Engineer.

The surface to receive the pitching shall be compacted and trimmed to slope
and the stone &nd laid, interlocked and rammed into the material to give an
even finished surface. The interstices of the Pitching shall be rammed with
insitu material. The insitu material immediately behind the pitching shall be
compacted to minimum density of 100% MDé&mpaction (AASHTO T.99)

714 BACKFILL BELOW STRUCTRURES

Where instructed this shall be carried out in compliance with the
requirements of Clause 507 and 804 of the Standard Specification.
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SECTION 8 CULVERTS AND DRAINAGE WORKS

SCOPE OF SECTION

The operations specified in this section apply to the installation of drainage
works and reinstatement and improvement of the same.

In addition, this Section covers:

Extending of existing 450mm, 600mm and 900mm diameter pipes to
be compatible withthe increased road width or access.

Desilting and cleaning of existing pipes and outfall drains to make
them free flowing.

EXCAVATION FOR CULVERTS AND DRAINAGE WORKS

In the Standard Specifications, make the following amendments:

(@) In paragraph 6,line 3, and in paragraph 7, line 5 and in paragraph
11, line 6, delete "95%" and insert "100%".

(b) Removal of Existing Pipe Culverts

Where instructed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall excavate and
remove all existing blocked or collapsed culvert pipes 450mm,
600mm and 900mm diameter including concrete surround, bedding,
inlet and outlet structure.

The void left after removal of culvert pipes shall be widened as
necessary to accommodate new concrete bedding, pipe and
haunching.

The payment of thisvork shall be per linear metre of pipes removed,
and the volume in rd of inlet/outlet structure removed. The void left
by removal of these pipes shall be carefully preserved in order to
accommodate replacement of 450mm, 600mm or 900mm diameter
pipe culverts as shall be directed by the Engineer.

(c) Removal of Other Existing Rimage Structures
When instructed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall demolish or
remove any other structure and payment for this shall be made on day
work basis.

(d) Excavation for Culverts and Drainage Works
The Contractor shall carry out all excavatiofigr new culverts and
drainage works to the lines, levels, inclinations, and dimensions
shown on the drawings or as instructed by the Engineer.
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EXCAVATION IN HARD MATERIAL

In the Standard Specifications, Sulauses 805(a) and 805 (b) delete "95%"
and insert "100%".

In sub-clause 809(a), paragraph 1, line 1, substitute "95%" with "100%".

In sub-clause 809(c), paragraph 2, line 4, between the words "compacted"
and "and shaped" insert the words "to 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99)".

Hard material is materialthat can be excavated only after blasting with
explosives or barring and wedging or the use of a mechanical breaker fitted
with a rock point in good condition and operated correctly. Boulders of more
than 0.2n® occurring in soft material shall be classifleas hard material.

BEDDING AND LAYING OF PIPE CULVERTS

Concrete pipes shall be laid on a 150mm thick concrete bed of class 15/20
and the pipes shall be bedded on a 1:3 cement: sand mortar at least 50mm
thick, 150mm wide and extending the full lengtof the barrel.

The rates inserted shall allow for compaction of the bottom of excavation to
100% MDD (AASHTO T.99).

JOINTING CONCRETE PIPES

The concrete pipes for the culverts shall have ogee joints and wjbibed by
1:2 cement: sand mortaand provided with fillets on the outside as described
in clause 810 of the Standard Specification.

BACKFILLING OVER PIPE CULVERTS

In the Standard Specifications, clause 812

a) Wherever the expression "dry density of 95% MDD (AASHTO T. 99)"
occursdelete and replace with "dry density of 100% MDD (AASHTO
T.99)".

The rates entered for laying of pipe culverts shall allow for backfilling to pipe
culverts and compacting to 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99) and these works shall
not be measured and paid for sepaeit.

SUBSOIL DRAINS

In the event of excavation for repairs exposing local seepage, springs or
unacceptably high water table, the Engineer may instruct the provision of
counter fort or French drains.

These drains shall consist of a trench excavatedhe alignment, width,
depth and gradient instructed by the Engineer, and backfilled with approved
compacted clean hard crushed rock material as specified in clause 815 of the
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standard specification. Where these drains lie within the carriageway the
carriageway shall be reinstated with compacted stabilised gravel and surfaced
with hot asphalt or a surface dressing as instructed by the Engineer.

INVERT BLOCK DRAINS AND HALF ROUND CHANNELS

Invert Block Drains and Half Round Channels shall bestacted as shown
in the drawings provided in accordance with the Standard Specifications
where directed by the Engineer.

REPAIRS TO DRAINS
Cleaning and Repair of Existing Drains

In areas of existing side drains, mitre or outfall drains whesach are
blocked, the Engineer shall instruct the Contractor to clean and clear the
drains to free flowing condition.

The work shall consist of:

(@) Stripping and removal of any extraneous material to spoil including
vegetation and roots in the draine the satisfaction of the engineer.

(b) Spreading of any spoil to the satisfaction of the Engineer.

Shaping the drains to free flowing condition as directed by the Engineer.

Removing any broken side slabs for inverted block drains and replacing with
anew

Removing any broken inverted block drains and replacing with a new one
well jointed.

Measurement and Payment for cleaning drains shall be by linear metre of
drain cleaned measured as the product of plan area and vertical depth of
extraneous materialristructed to be removed. No extra payment will be made
for removal of vegetation and roots.

Channels

The Engineer may instruct that the Contractor provides open channels in
place of existing subdrains where the latter may be damaged or in angroth
place. The rates entered by the Contractor in the bills of quantities must
include for removal and disposal of any subdrain material, excavation to line
and level, backfiling and compaction as directed by the engineer. The
channels shall be constructeaf precast class 20/20 concrete of minimum
80mm thickness and lengths or widths not exceeding 1000mm.

The Engineer shall provide the Contractor with bending schedule showing the location types, sizes,
bending dimensions and cut lengths of the reinforcing bar required to be fixed in the works.

(2) CUTTING AND BEN DING

Only qualified men shall be employed for the cutting and bending , and proper application shall be
provided for such work. Bars shall be cut and bent cold to the dimensions indicated and with
equipment and methods approved by the Engineer.

Reinforcing bars shall be accurately placed in proper position, and so that they are firmly held during
placing of concrete.

Distancesrfr the forms shall be maintained correct by means of metal
hangers, metal blocks, metal supports approved by the Engineer.

Reinforcing bars shall be inspected by the Engineer after placing. When a long time has elapsed after
placing reinforcing bars, theghall be cleaned and inspected again by the Engineer before placing
concrete.

(4) SPLICING AND JOINT

When it is necessary to splice reinforcing bars at points, position and methods of splicing shall be
lapped by the required length, and wired togethaeaéral points by using unnealed iron wire larger
than 0.9mm.

1703.3 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Bending and installation of reinforcing bar of the bridge deck shall be measured in terms of tons. The
length of steel bar of each size will be shown on theitigs and bar bending schedule. In computing
