28.1 Prior to the detailed evaluation of bids, the Employer will determine whether each bid (a)
has been properly signed; (b) is accompanied by the required securities; (c) is substantially
responsive to the requirements of the bidding documents; and (d)gB@ng clarification
and/or substantiation that the Employer may require to determine responsiveness pursuant
to SubClause 28.2.

28.2 A substantially responsive bid is one that conforms to all the terms, conditions, and
specifications of the bidding documtse without material deviation or reservation and has a
valid tender bank guarantee. A material deviation or reservation is one (a) which affects in
any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the works; (b) which limits in any
substantial wg, inconsistent with the bidding documents, the Employer's rights or the
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bidder's obligations under the contract; or (c) whose rectification would affect unfairly the
competitive position of other bidders presenting substantially responsive bids.

28.3 If a bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Employer and may not
subsequently be made responsive by correction or withdrawal of the nonconforming
deviation or reservation.

Grading covers the works involved in the reinstatement ofc#ngagewayto the camber by
removing the high points and filling up gullies corrugations and wheel ruts to restore smooth
running surface. Gravelling consists of excavation, loading hauling and spreading of gravel
wearing course material on the formationcafriagevay. Gravel shall include lateritic gravel,
guartzitic gravel, calcareous gravel, decomposed rock, soft stone coral rag, clayey sand and
crushed rock.
